Dear President,

The Spix’s Macaw captive breeding has proven to be very successful; the captive population is getting
to have more than 300 birds. That is an outstanding outcome once the project had less than 20 birds
when it started in 2000. It allowed us to establish a Captive Center at Curaga/BA with 52 birds and
released 8 birds in the wild in Brazil last June 2022.

The growth of population provides the opportunity to send 35 birds to Brazil in the beginning of
2023, as we are already dealing with ICMBio’s team. But, as well, the increase of the birds population
brings new challenges to safeguard the captive population and develop the best management
techniques.

For transparency reasons, | would like to inform that ACTP has recently established contact with the
Greens Zoological, Rescue and Rehabilitation Centre from India. They are building a world class State
of the Art Zoological Facility and have expressed interest in collaborating with us and our projects.
The potential collaboration may include many facets including the construction of a breeding facility
at India and the provision of necessary resources for the project in Germany and Brazil.

ICMBio will be informed of the progress on this potential partnership that can provide a long term
run for the project. And we would appreciate if you could acknowledge the receipt of this letter.
